The Endless Cycle of Language Learning 
 
Language is the universal bridge between individuals, the general population and nations. 
Many languages have gone extinct over the years and in order to have languages survive 
for more generations to come, learning and teaching them is central to the preservation of 
cultures.  
 

                   
 
Language learning is essential to the growth of cultures. If the localities no longer 
cultivate their own dialect or language, a locality loses its essence and their only unique 
characteristic. Language is the soul of a people and when it ceases to exist, that group 
loses its identity although being able to adapt to the language of the general public allows 
them to forge their unity more concretely than any other means. It is an unexpected 
compromise resulting from the death of a language.  
 
As globalization sets foot more apparently than ever before, language learning has 
become a consistent factor that is taken into much consideration by individuals, 
companies and even countries. The nations are torn by the fact that in order to keep up 
with the fast growing economies, there is a need to have a universal language. 
Nonetheless, there are still efforts to preserve national languages despite the proliferation 
of a common language.

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Language Acquisition 
 
Primary Acquisition

There is no conclusive study that proves the claim that children learn easier than adults. 
But there are evidences implying that kids are more likely to understand or develop a 
secondary skill faster than an adult because of the focus that a child can give to a 
particular activity and the strong motivations that affect their method of learning.  

 
Time Allotment. Parents enroll their kids to short courses. They see to it that their 
kids get the best education and language training. Their attention can be directed 
to language learning at certain periods of time while adults have very little time to 
relax more so to devote their free time to enhancing their language skills. 
 
Peer Pressure and Exposure. Children interact with their peer’s everyday. If they 
are presented with an environment that caters to a different culture, they are 
forced to learn the language rather than to go against it or practice what was 
originally learnt. Children see language barrier as a key hindrance early on that is 
why their mindset is to learn what they don’t understand faster to relate with 
friends and live normally like other kids.  
  

It might be worthy to note that at rocketlanguages.com, there is a prevailing interest to 
learn language among the age of 13 to 17 years old based on the demographics statistics 
of the site.  
 
Bilingualism and Multilingualism 
Because of continuous advancements and interactions of people worldwide, being 
bilingual or multilingual s a core competency of an evolving and an effective global 
citizen. By knowing a variety of languages, it gives a person a more thoughtful 
perspective of things. Understanding languages can equate to understanding culture in 
general.  
 
Barriers in Learning another Language 
 
Cost  
Those well-off families or individuals can easily afford private language tutorials or 
special classes for the language that they have chosen. However for most, this is tagged 
under the category of luxury and not a basic necessity. There are language schools with 
courses at very high prices but you are not bound to these institutions alone. Check out 
short courses offered in nearby schools. Re-check your network of friends and see if they 
can refer you to someone who can give you tutorial at affordable costs.  
 
There are a lot of language courses even for very unique languages like Japanese that are 
very affordable. Many there courses are offered over the internet so make sure that you 
analyze these offerings to get the best deal.   
 
Children of immigrants are usually enrolled to weekend classes so they can adapt to the 
new culture and pick-up the language more easily.  
 
Age Constraints 
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Children are said to be more receptive to language learning. It is rooted to their innate 
attribute that linguists can still not identify. Parents are not the mere influences to their 
language skills formation. The social groups to which they interact with are said to be 
more influential to kids at an early age. They are with peers almost half of the time and 
because there is a social need to belong and language can me a main hindrance to 
interaction; children are motivated to learn the language faster than adults.  
 
Understanding the Basic Components of Words 
Most of the time, the common problem that students encounter is related to phonetics 
which concerns the sounds of languages. Since being able to speak the language is the 
more urgent need than writing it, there is a wide clamor for easy-to-use programs with 
built-in audio systems that will aid students more effectively. Although it is a second 
language, it is still important that phonetics is given consideration. 
 
The structure of phrases and sentence or syntax may be correct but pronouncing word 
incorrectly is the major concern. Students learn semantics more easily than syntax which 
comes a bit later in the process.  
 
It is indeed difficult to perfect or replicate an accent of a native speaker. But being able to 
mimic it closely is in a way an achievement on its own. Achieving a natural accent might 
be quite difficult at first but exposure will help you adapt to the true accent.  
 
Forcing the Language to Children 
This happens too often among family settlers in different countries. It is hard to maintain 
one language at home and eventually parents realize that their kids no longer pay 
attention to their native language but pick up the medium of instruction from school or 
that which is used by their peers.  
 
 
Ways to Learn a Language 
 
Exposure 
Language is a skill. A person can easily learn a skill by being continuously exposed to 
this skill. It is like learning how to fix a wristwatch .Overtime, a person who observes the 
repairmen intently can replicate the same skill. It may not be faster or more efficient but 
eventually, through practice, he can master it. In the same manner, language can be 
mastered. Being able to master two languages is called Bilingualism while being an 
expert in more than two languages is called Multilingualism.   
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Exposure at an early age helps children learn a certain language faster. Aside from 
parents, reinforcements in school and usage of peer also help children develop the skill.  

 
Formal Class 
The most common and an effective way to learn a language is through a formal class. 
These are offered in colleges and universities aside from language schools. If you have 
ample time to enroll in a class with a comprehensive curriculum, you have better chances 
at learning a language at a set period of time.  
 

 
 
The advantage of having to attend a formal class is the religious allotment of time for the 
training.  If you are doing some self-studying, you can easily fall into the trap of boredom 
and exercising freedom, which means, doing what you want when you want it even if it 
means missing some valuable study time for that language.  
 
However, since adults would rather use their time working for a paycheck rather than 
spending hundreds of dollars for a foal language session, these formal classes, seem to be 
very impractical and impossible.  
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Practice

Practical Tips on How to Learn Any New Language Effectively! 

Being a first-time language learner, there are a lot of emotional ups and downs that come 
with the learning any new language. When you understand a theory or start to 
comprehend the language, you may experience feelings of excitement. However, these 
are often followed by moments of disappointment and deterrent, during which you might 
feel as if you will never master the concepts and attain the ability to understand and 
communicate effectively. Here are some tips that will increase your ability to succeed in 
learning any new language!  

1. Set Achievable Goals 

It is very common to feel uncomfortable in any language class. You are probably use to 
being in classes where language is spoken and you have a clear direction of what is 
expected and what is going on. 

                                                
In a language course, nevertheless, it is the mode of communication itself that is the focus 
of instruction. For this reason, a language course is different than most other courses you 
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will ever take. Not comprehending and making mistakes --traits that are negative learning 
indicators in other courses -- are a very natural part of the language learning process. 
Accept the fact that you will not understand everything. In fact, at the very beginning, 
you will not understand hardly anything at all.  

Remember that during the initial period of learning a new language your ear and your 
mind are adjusting to the sounds and the rhythm of the language. Although you will not 
understand all of what is being said, you will be shocked at your increasing ability to 
make sense of the language. Remember that the only way to learn the language is through 
practice, practice, and more practice; in the course of practicing you will make many 
mistakes, and greatly learn from them.  

2. Try to Learn the Language in Smaller Portions; Not All at One Time 

Studies show that language students learn more effectively and retain more when they 
study frequently and for shorter periods of time than if they study infrequently for 
extended periods of time. Try to study each day, and when possible, several times a day. 
This means, for example, doing a few homework exercises each day rather than doing all 
homework assignments the night before they needed to be done.  
 
Additionally, you can work in some studying throughout the day. For example, you can 
review vocabulary while eating breakfast, rehearse the alphabet while showering, count 
your steps as you walk between classes, name as many object as you can in the target 
language on your to way to work or school, take your vocabulary flash cards with you on 
a long drive, etc, etc. 
 
There are many moments during the day when you can add in a few minutes of practice 
time. Through the use of studying your material over and over again, it will become 
increasingly common, until it eventually becomes an automatic part of your daily 
language. 

3. Learn Vocabulary Successfully 

Vocabulary is the most essential part of communication. The more words you know, the 
more you can say and understand.   The very best way to learn vocabulary is through the 
use of flash cards that you make yourself.  You should purchase a set of 3 x 5 index cards 
and cut them in half. With this size of a flash card you can take it anywhere on the go. 
Write a vocabulary word on the front and its English definition on the back. As you learn 
more information about each word you can add more stuff to the cards such as plural 
forms of nouns to the cards.  
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There are many ways you can use flash cards as a learning tool. To help you learn and 
remember noun genders, for instance, you can color code the nouns by gender, either by 
using colored cards or colored ink. When studying, organize words in meaningful groups 
(i.e., by noun gender, in thematic categories, regular verbs vs. irregular verbs). Shuffle 
the cards or groups, so that you use them in a different order each time. Use the cards in 
both directions: first look at the foreign language words and try to recall the English 
definition. Then shuffle and look at the English definitions and attempt to remember the 
foreign language words. Flash cards offer many possibilities. Take advantage! 

4. Practice the Language You Are Learning Daily 

Whenever possible, speak the language out loud instead of saying it silently to yourself. 
Recite vocabulary words out loud, read passages in the text aloud, do pronunciation 
activities orally and not just silently. Write out the answers to activities rather than 
gliding through them in your mind. Read aloud entire sentences in an activity instead of 
just reading a fill-in response. Moving language from your mind to your mouth is a skill 
that requires lots of practice. 

5. Do Assigned Homework (or Practice Carefully) 

In the course of a conversation, it is not practical to look up noun genders or worry over 
verb tenses. But homework (or practicing) offers you a great opportunity to hum your 
language skills in a purposeful manner. 
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When doing your homework (or practice problems), you have the comfort of time. Look 
up words and genders you don't know. Refer to charts and other resources available to 
you. This will strengthen the material and eventually it will become routine. If you never 
look things up or simply guess, you will be strongly reinforcing errors and you will never 
learn proper forms and words. Read tutor feedback on homework and ask helpful 
questions when necessary. Maximize the utility of your homework to your learning. 

6. Study in Groups 

Meet regularly with other people trying to learn the same language you are.  Work 
together on homework assignments, vocabulary, etc., in order to learn vocabulary, to 
study for tests, or just to practice speaking the language. Everyone has strengths and 
weaknesses when it comes to language learning. Learning with others helps decrease 
knowledge gaps and gives you opportunities to actively discuss concepts and material 
covered in class, thus increasing the chances that you will remember it. You will benefit 
from the knowledge and abilities of study groups.  You can find study groups on message 
boards, your local newspaper, Facebook, Myspace, etc. 
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7. Identify Your Learning Method 

Each person has his/her own learning style and everyone learns at a different pace. DO 
NOT get mad if someone else is learning the language faster than you. You might find 
that you have a talent for grammar but have difficulty with speaking. Or you may find 
that you understand things perfectly in class, but when it comes to the homework 
assignments, you feel lost. Make every effort to identify your own personal strengths and 
let these help you in your learning process. If you are a visual learner, for example, write 
things down and try to associate words with images. At the same time, identify your own 
personal learning barriers and make efforts to overcome them.  

8. Maximize your Language Exposure 

If your ultimate goal is language fluency, as it is for many students learning a language, 
then it is important to know that you will become more fluent more quickly if you 
increase the amount of contact you have with the language. You can start by simply 
practicing the language with a classmate outside of class. You can befriend native 
speakers in your community or attend a local foreign language conversation hour, if one 
exists. Rent a movie in the target language, or listen to authentic audio or video online. 
(Many foreign television and radio stations have streaming or archived audio and video 
programs).  
 
Remember that you won't be able to understand everything, and you might not 
understand much at all at first. Nonetheless, these experiences will make you increasingly 
familiar with the sounds, rhythm, and intonation of the language. Increased exposure to 
and active practice with the language, will greatly help you develop skills more quickly. 

9. Communicate with your instructor 
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Take accountability for your learning. Speak with your instructor on any problems that 
may be interfering with your learning or any specific difficulties that you are having with 
the material. Seek help immediately when you need it. You might be surprised how easily 
such difficulties can be resolved. Also, be proactive about making up missed work. Not 
only your grade, but also your success at learning depends on it. 

 

In addition to these 9 tips to learn any language quickly, we are going to discuss the 
different methods to learning any language in 3 months or less. 
 
What is the Secret to Learning Any Language in 3 Months Or Less? 
 
Cognitive neuroscience and time management can be applied to attain conversational 
fluency!  This is the secret to learning any language in 3 months or less.  What does this 
mean? 
 
Language learning is based on 3 principles: 
 

1. Success (Precedence) 
2. Loyalty (Devotion) 
3. Usefulness (Process) 

Success, loyalty, and usefulness refer to the “what”, “why”, and “how” of learning a 
target language, correspondingly. This means you must first think of what to learn based 
on usage frequency (precedence); you then sort out materials based on your likelihood of 
continued study and review, or loyalty, lastly, you determine how to learn the material 
most effectively.  

If you still don’t understand this let’s break it down even further. 
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Success: If you select the wrong material to learn, it does not matter how you study or if 
you study – practical fluency is impossible to achieve without the proper study materials.   

Loyalty:  Practice the same material over and over again while staying loyal to it! It will 
always for the most part be very boring, repetitive, but it is a MUST you learn it. Even if 
you select the most efficient material and effective method, if you don’t stick to it and 
keep practicing, you will NEVER learn it. 

By analogy, if sprinting uphill with bowling balls in each hand were the most effective 
way to lose body fat, how long would the average person adhere to such a program?  

Effectiveness:  It is all about finding the study method that works best for you.  There are 
multiple ways to learn a new language; you must narrow it down to find the one that 
works best for you!  This will allow you to learn any new language fast.  You must also 
study effective keywords in order to learn any new language fast.  

For example if you were a Spanish student, the following 100 words would give you the 
greatest chance per hour for your first 1-3 weeks of studying this language to learn it 
effectively.

Learning these words in the first 1-3 weeks will greatly increase your chances of learning 
any new language.  These 100 words in any language make up around 40% of all written 
and orally exchanged words.  Learning these in the first 1-3 weeks will greatly increase 
your chances of learning any language in 3 months or less.  You can apply this strategy to 
ANY language. 

 
 
 
 
Basic Techniques in Learning a Language 
 

1. It is easier to learn the language by dissecting it word per word rather than 
focusing immediately on grammar and sentence construction. It is often that you hear an 
Asian talking in English while disregarding conjunctions and subject-verb agreements. 
Although it may take awhile to comprehend, you can easily pick up the words said and 
you can form the sentence on your head and effectively provide the answer to the query.   
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Comparable to teaching a young child, teaching an adult requires breaking down of 

elements so they can better understand the whole.   
 
2. Buy some aids for your language learning. It is easier to learn if you have a guide 

book and audio recording that you can listen to. Exposure is very useful but it is also 
important not to ignore the basics. Always keep a dictionary so you can look up the 
words that you hear from other people and know what it means right away.   
 

3. Practice. It is essential that you practice what you have just learned. Even with 
other skills, like graphic design and other technical skills, you still need to practice using 
the skills that you’ve learned otherwise, you will forget it. Talk to your friends using the 
second language and try to teach them as well if you can. One-on-one conversations are 
always helpful. You will get rusty when you don’t practice! 
 

4. Learn and Study Continuously. Once you’ve started learning a language, make 
sure that you don’t just learn the basics and stop there. Use them daily or every chance 
you get. Check out books and movies which utilize the language. Decide if you need to 
move to the next level.  
 

5. Keep the Enthusiasm. After awhile, especially if you just studied the language for 
a specific travel or meeting, the language comprehension and use deteriorates or reaches 
a plateau. Make sure that the interest is still there and hone the skills further rather than 
letting it sit and be forgotten.  
 
 
 
 
 
Equipped to Learn the Language 
If you are ready to learn a language on your own, there are pieces of equipment that you 
need to acquire first before your start the process.  
 
1. Purchase a Recorder. You can make use of a cassette tape recorder, an MP3 recorder 
or a digital recorder. Cassette tapes may soon go instinct so you better make use of the 
latest gadgets. Recording your voice and analyzing it after lets you gauge if your 
pronunciation and accent is acceptable. Do this regularly to see if you are showing 
improvements. Compare the recording to the actual audio language recordings given to 
you.   
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2. External Microphone. To assure that the quality of recording is high, make sure that 
you also have an external microphone that you can connect to your gadget.  
 

 
 
3. Batteries, Cords, Cables and Adaptors. Make sure you have enough batteries for your 
recorders and the correct cables to attach you microphones and power cords the main 
recoding unit.  
 
4. Computer, Sound Card and Speakers. You may transfer your recording or 
automatically record using your computer. This equipment may also be used to talk to the 
instructor live as you present your recording.

Oftentimes, these 
are very small things that are overlooked by many people simply because they are too 
busy paying attention to the nitty-gritty details of what makes a language unique from the 
others. At times this may not necessarily be the fault of the student, but all these mistakes 
could easily be avoided if you know exactly what they are and what you need to do to 
address these pressing concerns. 
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 Remember that mastering a particular language does not only require discipline 
and hard work, it also requires commitment. If you have a tendency to downplay your 
earning process, then language mistakes could easily be attributable to you. We already 
know that language learning is difficult in itself. But more than the difficulty that the task 
presents, you must also learn how not to underestimate the necessity of learning a 
particular language. If you notice, people who are multilingual or bilingual have wider 
opportunities ahead of them in different aspects of life. May it be from something as 
simple as meeting the perfect match or perhaps getting a promotion in your chosen job or 
career path, you will definitely put this new knowledge into good use. 
 
 The reasons stated below are just some of the top language hurdles that 95% of 
the people who learn a new language are dealing with in terms of proficiency. 
 

                   
 

1. Forgetting the Basics. As much as we would like to remember everything 
during our first lesson or encounter with a totally new language, the idea in 
itself tends to scare us and affect our inhibitions. It is not your fault should 
you forget a few words or translations, but forgetfulness is always something 
that you could address. This usually happens when you do not practice the 
language as often as you should, or if you have failed to use it for a long 
period of time.  

 
For instance, when people migrate to another country and decides to live there 
for a few number of years, there is a tendency that they will have a difficult 
time readjusting to their native language by the time they come back home. 
The only exception to this is if they are also using their native language 
whenever they talk to someone of the same nationality or common people 
they are living with in their place of migration. 
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2. Disrupting the Learning Curve. If you always have different sources of 
distractions, this may cause a huge disruption to your learning curve. Learning 
should always be a continuous practice. Aside from constantly using or 
speaking the new language that you are trying to learn, you must also find a 
way to get rid of different obstacles that stall your learning process. There is a 
huge array of factors that may disturb your schedule in learning a new 
language. It is essential for you to specifically devote a hundred percent of 
your time and attention into fully grasping the words and basics of this whole 
new culture.  

 
While a lot of people often complain that they do not have all the time in the 
world to fully learn a new language, this is often a negative brush-off of what 
you could really do. In truth, you could easily devote a hundred percent of 
your time to learning this new way of speech if you really want it. Instead of 
staring blankly across your seat in a public train, you could just grab your 
language book and start memorizing a few lines or words. This would help 
mobilize the learning process and keep your mind at work even during the lull 
moments in your life. Bear in mind that it is so much easier to learn a new 
language if you try to take extra minutes of your time in reading your learning 
manuals or materials. Studying is more effective when done in small periods 
of time; as opposed to forcing yourself to learn everything all at once!

When something catches 
our interest, it easily captures our full attention as long as it continues to 
inspire us or hold on to that seeming passion for learning. Juxtaposing that 
concept into the ideal of language learning, most learners often start with a 
strong sense of motivation to fully learn and incorporate the new language 
into their daily lives. They make it a point to securely plan their schedule in 
terms of reviewing the basics of the language as well as adhering to strict 
practices of immersing it as they speak. 
 
However, after a short period of time, what used to be the eager beaver inside 
of us tend to become more laidback in the learning process. The learning 
schedule tends to get delayed or the learner literally lags a bit in the process of 
learning. At times, this is really an inevitable process. People could not really 
blame themselves if they sometimes feel the need to just take a huge break 
from immersing themselves in all the piles of language textbooks and 
translation cassette tapes. 
 
The downside though is that once the student decides to go back into the act 
of learning the language, he/she finds it very difficult to recall the things that 
he/she already learned. This imposes a feeling of pressure and stress, which 
soon develops to a lack of interest in the learning system. It is highly 
important for learning to be a continuous process; otherwise it would be

language. 
 
If you are in the so-called “language learning momentum”, you need to hold 
onto it for as long as you can. Otherwise, you will simply fall victim into the 
power of accumulation. Sooner or later, all that you have learned and 
established in the beginning will be put to waste. So do not let that happen. 

 
4. Frustration then Procrastination. It is a bitter pill to swallow if the language 

just doesn’t seem to bite your tongue. People easily get frustrated when they 
often forget the most basic of things and end up fully dreading or fearing the 
language that they are trying to learn. When this frustration balloons into a 
whole new perspective, the tendency is that learners begin to procrastinate. 
Needless to say, procrastination is a bane in the subject of language learning. 

 
Procrastination is the most spiteful obstacle when it comes to learning a new 
language. When you procrastinate, you put little to almost no importance to 
what you should be doing to master the way of speech. Whenever there is an 
opportunity for you to start reading on books or watching shows that could 
possibly assist you in your learning process, you tend to reject the idea or 
simply reschedule it to another day. Somehow, by putting the idea off, you 
eventually become incapable of mastering the language. Remember that the 
more you use and reuse the words and sentences that make up a language, the 
more that you stabilize the anchor of your learning. It’s a type of conditioning 
process that stimulates your mind to remember the most important things in 
what you read, what you say and what you constantly hear. If you find 
yourself in the procrastinating stage, you need to start taking immediate 
actions so that you will not use that opportunity to become verbally skilled in 
that new tongue.

 What you just learned in the previous chapter are natural and common mistakes 
that people commit when it comes to language learning. However, those are things that 
are often noticeable and are often viewed as something negative no matter what the 
situation or topic may be. However, there are times that even good things need to be 
unlearned in order to fully grasp the essence and beauty of another language. You need to 
understand that the methods that you learned back in school are not always as effective 
when applied to the things and systems that we have now. What prohibits other people 
from fully learning a particular language is the fact that they become close-minded or 
refuses to accept more ideas and new possibilities in speaking in a different tongue. 
These people are not only hard-headed and stubborn, but also have a huge tendency to 
become unsuccessful in the field of language learning.

You have to 
remember that each person has certain limitations when it comes to their mental 
capabilities. You need to precondition yourself if you really want to start learning a new 
language apart from the one that you often use and that you already know. 
 
 To know the facts from the myths, you need to conduct careful research on 
subjects that deal with learning a new language.

1. Words versus Manner. It is a common misconception that in order to be good 
in a particular language, you need to have high vocabulary skills, 
comprehension and grammar. While having all of these skills can be a great 
advantage to any person, there are a lot of more important things that you 
need to learn when trying to adapt a new language. This is the subject of 
manner. Manner is characterized by the way a person speaks, from the 
person’s enunciation of words to the emphasis used in specific syllables and 
the tone of your conversations.  

 
If you observe closely, people are not really impressed by someone who may 
have the perfect grammar and the most highfaluting words when speaking in 
front of a crowd.

You 
wouldn’t even notice a person having any difficulty spilling out words from 
his/her mouth. In the same way that when a person is only learning how to 
speak Japanese, you will notice that this person is very particular with the uses 
of syllables, nouns and verbs for fear of going against the usual language 
structure. 
 
If you really want to impress with your current knowledge of a particular 
language, what you need to focus on is being able to effectively deliver the 
words and lines that you know. It is very easy to spot those who are very 
uncomfortable speaking a particular language. You may be able to say ask a 
simple “How are you,” to any person that you meet and fail as remarkably 
with the way that you delivered it. Your inflections may be a bit off or your 
tone is inappropriate for the greeting. To impress someone with your new 
found language, you must first conquer the feeling of awkwardness. 
 
Fully immerse yourself in the language and try not to focus too hard on your 
grammar and the use of very lofty words. It’s all about sound. You need to 
sound like a native speaker and not just use their words as how you read them 
in a language manual or how it was phrased in your textbook. Provide more 
effort in focusing on your pronunciation and accent. 
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2. The Ebbinghaus Forgetting Curve. As what was discussed in one of the 
previous chapters, forgetfulness is a common mistake when it comes to 
learning a new language. This will be further used in the manner in which this 
next myth will be discussed. The Ebbinghaus Forgetting Curve state that 
within twenty four hours of knowing new things, a human being automatically 
forgets 70% of what happened within those hours. What’s even more 
interesting about this theory is that the first hour of your day often consists of 
the actions or situations that you are most likely to forget at the end of the day. 

 

             
 

It is therefore a myth when people or even language professors often require 
their students to devote most of their time in studying. While studying is 
arguably a positive thing to do, it could be more effectively practice with the 
use of the right schedule and a strategic timeframe. You wouldn’t want to 
stuff your mind with different words and meanings to memorize only to forget 
it the moment that you wake up.  
 
In response to the theory in the Ebbinghaus Forgetting Curve, you must try to 
target your reviews in short periods of time. Do not devote more than half of 
your day to just reading all the textbooks and listening to your sample tapes on 
how to speak the language. Give yourself a break once in a while. This also 
gives your mind the opportunity to absorb what you have read and allows it to 
analyze how this can be applied next few days. Your memory could only do 
so much to help you learn a new language. So do not overstress yourself with 
too much information when you know that your mind is already starting to 
move sluggishly whenever you review. 
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According to the same studies in Ebbinghaus, if you want to establish long-
term memory, you need to at least achieve an average of seven repetitions of a 
particular phrase or translation. This means that you must try to repeat it to 
yourself about five to nine times for your memory to fully retain the words 
that you just read or said out loud. You can start creating a schedule with a 
corresponding goal as to how you can begin to memorize and use the different 
words that you learn in your new language. 

3. Lines and Cycles. As what was established in the first bullet, what is more 
essential in learning a new language is your way of speaking and not the 
structure and grammar of your speech. In light of this, you should also note 
that when it comes to language proficiency, you will be a more effective 
speaker if you learn to employ cycles when learning a language. It is a myth 
that in order to fully learn a language, you must first incorporate the lines of 
subject-verb agreements and tenses prior to efficiently using them. What you 
must do instead is to learn it cyclically. 

By learning a language cyclically, you are not only making yourself an 
effective language learner, but you are also helping yourself save a lot of time 
in mastering a particular way of speech. Instead of learning the technical 
jargons of grammar in Japanese or any other language, you could start 
learning them all in one go, while using them several times to make sure that 
you get used to it. If you look back during the days when you were still in 
school, your teachers would often tell you to stick to the grammar tables that 
further emphasizes on the formidability of a particular language. However, 
have you ever thought about how this could actually be used in real life 
conversations? 

 If you fully appreciate a particular language as a whole, it is not that difficult 
for memorization to follow.

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 Vocabulary 
  Vocabulary is always an integral component of what makes a language a 

language. Vocabulary does not only refer to your knowledge of the meanings of 
complicated words and terms, but this also means having the ability to use them 
in the most appropriate situations or scenarios. A person may be well equipped 
with all the best adjectives or verbs to enunciate and describe a particular picture 
in a foreign language. However, this ability is crippled down by possible 
problems with your term usage.

This does not mean sitting in 
class looking out the window, nor listening to other students who do not speak well, nor 
getting explanations in your own language about how the language works. This means 
spending time enjoyably connected to the language you are learning. 

Listen and Read Every Day

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Stay Focused on Phrases

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Four Basic Language Abilities 
 You might think that you already have all that it takes to start learning a new 
language. As with all other things that you do in life, there is a specific stage wherein we 
are tasked to prepare ourselves for what we are about to know. Learning even the most 
basic of languages is no exception to these prerequisite abilities. 
 

1. Listening. This is literally the basic of all basics, not only in terms of learning 
a new language but also in all other aspects of learning. If you want to be a 
master in speaking a new tongue, you must also learn how to listen, which is 
coupled with observing how other people speak the new language and how it 
is incorporated in different scenarios or situations. While it is easy to simply 
apply the skills after you have read them or how you saw it done by another 
person, it is much easier to do it when you have listened to an expert or at 
least a native speaker in that given language.

2. Reading. Most likely, you have heard that small voice inside your head that 
seems to go on and on each time you read something with your eyes.

When you try to process your reading 
materials per sentence, you will eventually get used to the kind of structure 
that is used in the language. 
 

3. Writing. When it comes to the aspect of writing, grammar and structure would 
definitely come in handy. But if you realize it, since you already know how to 
listen and have read a lot about your chosen language, then you should now be 
more comfortable in writing your own sentences from hereon. Again, do not 
go ahead of yourself. Start from the basics and construct simple sentences. Do 
not immediately try to overdo yourself by flooring your readers with words, 
which you may accidentally use inappropriately. 

 
As what was mentioned in one of the previous articles, it is not about the 
gravity of the words that you use or how loftily you phrase your sentences. It 
is also not about the use of the language metaphors and idioms. It’s about 
saying things as they are and how you have learned and heard them. To 
become a master of a particular language, it requires a particular level of 
apprenticeship. You must first set your feet on the ground before you start 
taking on bigger words and expressions. 
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4. Speaking. When you are thoroughly comfortable with the way that you write 
basic and complicated sentences using the language, you can now practice 
saying the words that you have created with your mind. The first three steps 
basically hone you to better comprehend what you know about the language. 
Through listening, you begin to observe the way the language is being 
verbalized and spoken. Through reading, you become more particular with the 
structure of words and how the flow of your thoughts should be done.  
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After reading different texts of the language, writing will help you combine 
your thoughts and understanding in the language by putting them on paper. 
You are given enough time to think of the structure and word flow that you 
have learned from reading and writing before you could start speaking the 
language on paper. Once you are comfortable doing that on paper, you will 
now be more prepared to speak the language as if it was your own. 
 
With the many things that you have learned through those three basic 
comprehensive abilities, you can now start applying those things in real life 
conversations. For full impact and to face your challenges head on, try 
speaking to a native speaker of the language. Remember to be casual about it. 
Do not pay such a close attention to the words that a person uses, but take her 
thoughts and ideas as a whole. Apply what you have learned in reading by 
fully grasping the ideas of the other speaker by sentences. If you are having a 
hard time understanding her, do not be afraid to ask again, but do so in the 
same language that they have used. Do not begin panicking and reverting back 
to your old language. 
 
Just stay calm and make sure that you give the person your full attention. If 
you learn new words or phrases from the person that you are talking to, try to 
remember them and incorporate them during your future conversations. Just 
make sure to do so in an appropriate manner. If you have also observed during 
your lengthy process of learning a new language, it is much easier for a person 
to understand a particular idea that was conveyed in a different language as 
opposed to articulating it with the use of your own words and in the same 
language used. 
 
This could be further explained by the idea that translating a foreign word into 
your own language is different from actually translating a word in your own 
language to that of a foreign language.

Passive vocabulary is made up of words, sentences or an entire language that 
you recognize both comprehensively and articulately. Active vocabulary is 
also a language that you use, only not as frequently as the former. Your 
comfort and confidence is leaning towards passive vocabulary more. This is 
also why you sometimes find it difficult to recall specific words or terms in 
both vocabularies because people also have what some experts call “one-
way” vocabulary. This means that your mind sometimes fail to translate 
specific words into their corresponding terms in another language, whether 
it’s something foreign or native.
